Umbria has many D.O.C.G. wines: cities like Montefalco with its 
Sagrantino together with D.O.C."Colli Del Trasimeno" (produced 
by a particular vine, Trasimeno Gamay, black berry introduced 
in Italy since 1400 .C. ) have made local wines real stars among 
Italian red wines. 
The Umbrian culinary tradition is based essentially on prepara-
tions based on meat or products of the earth .The legumes of 
Castelluccio di Norcia, the green beans of the lake, the truffle, 
the cold cuts and cheeses of Norcia are the basis of many local 
dishes. A note should also be made of the lake fish, typical of the 
Trasimeno area.

Located on a promontory overlooking Lake Trasimeno, Casti-

glione del Lago is one of the most beautiful villages in the Lake 

Trasimeno area.  

The village of Castiglione del Lago also includes the Polvese 

Island and owes its medieval imprint to the Lords of Corgna, 

became masters of the lake in the sixteenth century.  

We advise you to start your itinerary from the Doge's Palace 

(Palazzo della Corgna) its construction took place in 1563 at the 

behest of Ascanio della Corgna.  

The Rocca and the Castle of the Lion are connected to the Pa-

lazzo della Corgna through a long and suggestive passage, 

with a typically feudal character. Made in 1247 at the behest of 

Frederick II of Swabia. 

The entire building is supported by Wi-Fi network. 

The whole structure is surrounded by greenery, with large 

lawns, surrounding it, give it a charm and a unique connota-

tion for members and guests who want to relax, enjoy the 

sun and the lake Trasimeno. 
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The Legend of Agilla and Trasimeno 

Legend has it that Agilla and Prince Trasimeno, 

son of the Tyrrhenian god. 

Prince Trasimeno, traveling in the lands of cen-

tral Italy, arrived on the shore of large lake cove-

red with vegetation. 

The summer heat prompted the young man to 

want to find refreshment in those waters. 

The nymph Agilla witnessing the scene was im-

pressed by the beauty of the young man, decided 

to charm him with his own singing, attracting him 

to the center of the lake. 

But the beautiful song of the nymph caused such 

stunning in the young man who was overwhelmed 

with emotion, drowned. 

Since then, on hot summer evenings, when a light 

breeze ripples the waters of the  lake you think 

may be the lament of the nymph Agilla, still sear-

ching for her prince. 

In memory of the beautiful prince the lake took 

the name of Trasimeno. 

The Islands of Trasimeno  
In Lake Trasimeno there are three islands or, in order of size, the 

Polvese, the Maggiore and the Minore.  

In the Fioretti di San Francesco is reported the episode in which 

the Saint stays on an island of Lake Perugia to spend Lent here,  

finding shelter in a hedge and feeding on half a loaf only for all 

40 days.  

On the same island it is reported that later some houses will be 

built and later a castle.  

Maggiore Island: It has 15 inhabitants (Istat data, 2017) and has 

an area of 24 hectares, enclosed in a perimeter of 2 km.  

The island is connected with the mainland by a ferry service to 

the villages of Tuoro sul Trasimeno, Passignano sul Trasimeno 

and Castiglione del Lago.  

 Minore Island:  has an area of 20 meters , enclosed in a perime-

ter of 0,05 km2. 

Curenly uninhabited, the island is covered by dense wooded  

vegetation.  

Polvese Island: It has an area of 69,60  hectares, scientific educa-

tinal  

park promoting scientific research, experimentation  

and environmental teaching activities.  

The name of the island probably comes from the word  

polvento, leeward area.   

The territory was certainly occupied by the Romans, as some re

mains are visible.
